1. DJ requested an update on Cinnamon Farm from GF who noted that he had not yet had a response from officers. DJ noted that he had managed to make contact with Enforcement officer S. Beckett who stated that she would speak to her manager to move the situation forward. SE noted that the officers should also have made contact with councillors and GF will put in a complaint.

2. DJ noted that there are a number of overgrown hedges that need monitoring.

2. Meetings are taking place regarding the plans for Bruche School – there are mixed responses from residents.

3. There was a police initiative to visit Bennett’s Rec (after reports regarding vandalism) and they did find that 60 young people were on the grounds.

4. Padgate walking day was a complete success, both the traffic management and medical teams were excellent value for money.
· Police thought that approximately 7,000 people attended and therefore next year will provide a police presence.
· The community champions idea was very well received, with our champions wearing their medals as they lead the walk.
· JB suggested that perhaps Woolston Parish may like to make a contribution for next year.

1. James Tate was welcomed to the meeting where he outlined his request to develop a ‘Pass & Shoot Football Academy’ and to be able to use two metal containers to store equipment.

2. JT gave a very good report on what he would like to do for the young people in our community and the Council unanimously agreed to support the plan.  SE asked for a written plan to be emailed to her so that this could be progressed.

3. Cllr Mellor also discussed the need for a range of activities for young people is needed in the Parish for young people and she would liaise with JT.

4. SE noted that there are a number of damaged trees on Bennett’s Rec and these are in the process of being treated.
