70/25-26 Police reports

1. Councillors received and accepted the report from Poulton North. SR noted that he had received Poulton South’s and would circulate.

71/25-26 Questions from members of the public

1. DJ noted that he had been in touch with Sandra Beckett regarding Cinnamon Lane Farm and there is no an amendment on the original planning application due to the previous one now out-of-date.

2. DJ informed the meeting that he has managed to speak to Mark Tune about the various concerns he has about the local highways. DJ had requested a repeater sign on Cinnamon Lane North to advise that the limit is still 30 mph but there are issues due to the layout of that road and MT noted that there is already a chicane.  

3. JB noted that issues around the Brook had been posted on social media and the poster had referred to Cinnamon Brow Residents Association.

4. DJ noted that the alarm is always going off at the old St Brigid’s Rectory.

72/25-26 Minutes of the previous meeting

1. Agreed and seconded by JB & MM

73/25-26 Matters arising that are not on the agenda

1. Defibrilator – JB noted that the Rotary will supply them and take care of the upkeep.  MM also reported that the BHF funding is now live again. SE agreed to let CBRA know and asked that the meeting ‘spread the word’ to other groups.

74/25-26 Finance & Finance Committee

1. The finance report was presented and the contents noted. 

2. AWS gave feedback from the recent finance committee:

2.1 Tractor maintenance contract will be with GGM (from whom PwFPC purchase the new mower).

2.2 Trees on Bennett’s Rec: there are a number of issues and a survey has been suggested, but as any actions the survey indicates then have to be done, PwFPC is checking the insurance policy.  That said urgent remedial work was required and was agreed with a total cost of £4750.00

2.3 Committee also agreed to purchase PPE equipment for use when using chainsaws and to attend chainsaw courses.  This would mean that in future they could undertake some of the work.

2.4 Leak in the changing rooms was reported and investigated by AWS. An engineer was called out and that section of pipe was renewed.

2.5 Also discussed was the CHALC membership renewal, the review of CCTV provision, and the renewal of the garage.

2.6 SE gave a vote of thanks to all the work AWS had done. Agreed by the meeting.

75/25-26 Planning applications

1. Current planning applications were noted and updates were given regarding St Bridgid’s and The Blind Pig.


76/25-26 Borough Councillors’ reports

Items from Councillors that can be discussed in public:

1. Bruche Heath Gardens store, trading standards have issued an individua; with an improvement order.  That individual has now sold the business but residents are pleased with the outcome.

2. Numerous vegetation problems throughout the wards and Parish JB asked if perhaps the Parish maintenance groundsmen were able to undertake some of the work for overtime pay.

3. Issues surrounding Vulcan & Valiant estate were discussed, and still the main issue is the demarcation of land between Torus and WBC.

4. SE reported that S106 monies for proposed Padgate development are still under discussion. Plus she is working with Ryland Sharks to have a lease drawn up so that they can get finance from RfL.
